Our tentative topics for our Workshop were voted to be:

2. A.A. Finance, the History and structure
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New Business – 

Motion to Have One Topic for the Workshop with 2 or 3 subtopics

 Vote 13 agree, 1 opposed

 Minority spoke

 Re-voted with 8 agree and 5 opposed

Motion not passed because not a 2/3 majority vote

Discussion: Maybe use Contributions with 2 or 3 subtopics

 Vote 10 agree, 3 opposed, 1 abstained

 Minority spoke

 Re-voted with 7 agree and 7 opposed

Discussion about how we want to proceed so as not to get a stalemate again.  Mark, the 
delegate suggested that we might want to look at the 2017 topics presented at the General 
Service Conference in April.  The Conference Topic for 2017 is “Supporting Our Future” with 
subtopics of Growth, Participation and Contributions.  These subtopics with broken down 
further and we decided to look at voting to use one of the subtopics for our Workshop.  We 
voted to eliminate each topic and use the one that was favored by most of the voters.  We will 
use Participation as our Topic with the 3 subtopics as follows: Fellowship v s. Membership; 
Leadership: “I am Responsible…”; and Is Your Voice Heard?.  

The vote was 10 in favor of Participation, 2 in favor of Growth and 1 in favor of Contributions.  
By majority vote Participation was voted in.

We will hold at least 1 more meeting before our next District 2 meeting in order to put together 
suggestions for the flyer, workshop format suggestions, suggestions for speakers and date and 
time for workshop with the dates that will be available….
