It
serves as a clearinghouse and exchange point for the wealth of .A/ experience accumulated
over the years, coordinates a wide array of activities and services, and oversees the
publication, all translations of, and distribution of A.A. Conference-approved literature and
service materials.

Visitors to New York are invited to take a guided tour of the G.S.0. and Grapevine offices,
and to attend the A.A. meeting that takes place every Friday at 11:00 a.m. in the conference
room.
